Abstract

STUDY DESIGN: We conducted a retrospective study that included women with pruritus and BA levels
=10 pmol/L between January 2005 and August 2012 in 3 large hospitals in the Netherlands. The study
group was divided in mild (10-39 umol/L), moderate (40-99 pmoliL), and severe (2100 pmol/L) ICP. Main
outcome measures were spontaneous preterm birth, meconium-stained amniotic fluid, asphyxia, and

RESULTS: A total of 215 women were included. Gestational age at diagnosis and gestational age at
delivery were significantly lower in the severe, as compared with the mild, ICP group (P < .001).
Spontaneous preterm birth (19.0%), meconium-stained fluid (47.6%), and perinatal death (2.5%) occurred
significantly more often in cases with severe ICP. Higher BA |levels were associated significantly with
spontaneous preterm birth (adjusted odds ratio [a0OR], 1.15; 95% confidence interval [CI], 1.03-1.28),
meconium-stained amniotic fluid (20R, 1.15; 95% CI, 1.06-1.25), and perinatal death (20R, 1.26; 95% ClI,
1.01-1.57).

Shoulder Hemiarthroplasty for Trauma: does a Tuberosity Friendly Prosthesis Improve
Outcome?

Abstract

BACKGROUND: Reported outcomes of shoulder hemiarthroplasty for proximal humeral fractures have been poor due to
tuberosity non-union or rotator cuff disruption. Mewer designs provide features to allow secure tuberosity apposition and
stabilisation. To evaluate the outcomes of a shoulder hemiarthroplasty system with "tuberosity friendly” features in the
treatment of multi-fragmentany proximal humeral fractures.

MATERIAL AND METHODS: An analysis of 12 patients undergoing Exactech Equinoxe hemiarthroplasty for proximal
humeral fractures over a two wear period. Radiological and clinical outcomes were assessed.

RESULTS: Twelve patients, aged 55 to 84, were examined. Median follow up was 20 months (range 7 to 31). Although
tuberosity reduction remained and the tuberosities united radiologically in all cases, 5 patients went on to develop superior
migration of the humeral head. The median Oxford shoulder score was 25.7 out of 48 (range 11 to 43).

CONCLUSIONS: 1. A trauma hemiarthroplasty system combined with good surgical technigue can ensure tuberosity fixation
and subsequent union. 2. Superior migration of the prosthesis can still occur due to rotator cuff disruption. 3. The use of
reverse shoulder arthroplasty may be more appropriate in elderly patients with multi-fragmentary proximal humeral fractures.
